Berkshire Sessional GPs: Data held on Computer

It is very useful to keep information about members of the group on computer for contact purposes. Occasionally we are asked for details of other Sessional GPs for circulation to other interested parties, although this is rare following the introduction of Medical performers’ lists. 

In order to comply with the Data Protection Act and to avoid paying data registration fees we may exist as an “unincorporated members club” and must meet two conditions:

1) We need your agreement to hold personal data about you on computer. Should you object, then you must let us know and we are then obliged to remove your data from the computer and hold it manually.

Your Membership Record will include the following details:

Name, Address (home, surgery, Email), Telephone Numbers (home, surgery, mobile), Current Job Status and date of joining the group.

2) Other group members and myself may only disclose the Membership Record to others with your consent. It would be useful to be able to circulate the Membership Record in various circumstances and it would be useful to have your consent in advance. Should you have any objections then you must let us know.

I can see the following circumstances where disclosure of the Membership Record may occur:

a) Publication of a list of members of the group, for the group’s benefit

b) Disclosure to National Association of Sessional GPs

c) Other disclosures as are agreed by us at the monthly meeting
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
